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Grand Jury Indicts in Farm Boy Murder

(LOUISVILLE, Ky. May 8, 2024) — LMPD's investigation into the March 30th, 2024 shooting death of
Dominique Dudley at the Farm Boy Store at 1800 West Oak St. has resulted in an indictment being returned by a
Jefferson County Grand Jury. Indicted is Marcus McGinnis (DOB 8/17/1990) of Louisville. Charges include:
Murder, Felon in Possession of a Handgun, and Wanton Endangerment First Degree.

The indictment was returned on May 8th, 2024. Marcus McGinnis is currently in federal custody on charges
unrelated to the March 30th incident.

Our original statement issued on 3/3024:

“At 2:13pm, MetroSafe received a 911 call for service in reference to a shooting in the 1800 block of West Oak
Street at "Farm Boy Convenience Store". Louisville Metro Police Department's 2nd Division officers responded to
scene. Inside the store, they found an adult male suffering from multiple gunshot wounds. LFD and EMS on
scene pronounced the victim deceased. LMPD's Homicide Unit has assumed control of the investigation. The
store will be closed while Homicide detectives canvass the area and interview potential witnesses.”
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
