What is the name of the street/park/station/area where you feel unsafe?

When asked about specific locations where respondents feel unsafe, the downtown area was mentioned most
frequently. Broadway was the most frequently mentioned street name, and Victory, Shively, and Shelby Parks were the
most frequently mentioned parks.
